GREAT CREATON PRIMARY SCHOOL MULTICULTURAL EDUCATION POLICY

AIMS

The children should be aware that they are living in a society of diverse races, cultures and beliefs in an increasing interdependent world.

Children should develop an understanding of, and respect for, other cultures.  This is particularly important in areas where racial and cultural diversity is rarely encountered.  Continuing fantastic links with twin schools – perhaps consider twining with a multicultural school in this country
Children should develop positive attitudes to those of other races, religions and creeds in order that they have a basis from which to counteract racist sentiments that they may encounter socially and through the media.

Children should be aware of the contribution made by different societies and the contribution of individuals, to the development of British culture and world knowledge.

STAFF AND GOVERNOR OBJECTIVES

Our Multicultural Education policy should be carried out in accordance with our Equal Opportunities Policy.

To ensure that all staff and governors maintain an ongoing awareness of their use of language, to avoid different cultures being regarded as “other”.  To ensure that all staff and governors show positive attitudes towards other cultures and ethnic groups.

We have a no tolerance policy for racism.

CURRICULUM OBJECTIVES

That aspect of multiculturalism is illuminated by various themes that are organised for our assemblies.

That our RE policy, in line with the County Agreed Syllabus, examines other faiths and beliefs and take the opportunity where possible, to visit a variety of places of worship.

Multiculturalism should be considered in the planning of various modules so that it features at different levels throughout the school.

· Evidence of this may be use multicultural images particularly in displays around the school/pictorial support for curriculum work.

· Monitoring of /avoiding stereotypes.

· Building up a collection of multicultural resources – raising awareness.

· Exposure to other languages (especially non-European) via displays.

The music of other cultures is considered and where possible performances arranged.

Multicultural issues should be raised, discussed and acted out in role-play as part of our Persona and Social Education.
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
