HOME LEARNING POLICY

BACKGROUND

In November 1998 when Homework:  Guidelines for Primary and Secondary Schools was issued, staff and governors discussed the provision for homework, and we examined current practice within the school.

1. The Partnership with Parents in reading was prominent in Key Stage One and to a letter extent as children moved to the upper end in Key Stage Two.

2. There was very little formalised involvement in Mathematics.

3. Within Literacy with the introduction of the Literacy Hour there was a growing need for children with some assistance from parents to find out things e.g. words ending in vowels other than e.

4. Children were encouraged to research background information in connection with the Modules they were undertaking in the class.

5. In one or two of the holidays, older children were asked to make objects for use later in class e.g. a decorative object having a use made from re-cycled Christmas throwaways – these were then advertised in the manner of a mail-order catalogue.
6. An intensive revision period after Easter for those in Y6.

When the subject of more formalised arrangements for homework was first discussed there were wide-ranging views.

These ranged from those who felt that regular homework would help children, and prepare them for Secondary School;  to those who felt there were sufficient hours in the school day, and homework would interfere with the informal learning which takes place in the home.
