GREAT CREATON PRIMARY SCHOOL SEX AND RELATIONSHIPS EDUCATION

The governing body of Great Creaton Primary School have decided to follow the Northamptonshire Sex & Relationships Education programme which will be discussed within PSHE.  We feel that parents should be given advance notice when this subject is due to be taught.
AIMS

1) To foster a sense of self worth, and therefore the ability to make moral choices.

2) To give children an accurate knowledge and clear understanding of human growth and development, the biology of human reproduction, and sexual relationships.

3) To help pupils to develop self respect and respect for moral and family values whilst recognising that some children are brought up within the context of a one parent family.

OBJECTIVES

1) To encourage an open dialogue between the child and teacher so that anxieties and worries may be discussed without embarrassment.

2) To prevent misunderstanding and myths..

3) To reassure pupils that the physical and emotional changes they are going through are normal and acceptable but will vary with individuals.

4) To help children understand and dispel the social and emotional pressures that may lead to drug or alcohol abuse.

5) To promote the spiritual, moral, cultural, mental and physical development of pupils in school and in society and to prepare pupils for the opportunities, responsibilities and experiences in adult life.

6) To teach pupils to be assertive in the protection of their body and their privacy and to respect the privacy of others.

METHOD

Sex education will not be treated as a separate curriculum area.  It will be integrated into other subject areas and multi-disciplinary modules for all ages throughout the school.  This will therefore involve all teaching staff.  The lessons will be based upon the county wide adopted Sex and Relationship Programme that runs from Foundation Stage to Year 6.
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
